OSI Redesign Scope of Work

Background:

The company ran a nationwide surveillance network with network elements running the OSI protocol.  It is important to note that this was a variation of the GOSIP protocol.  There were problems due to that large implementation of OSI using NEC microwave radios, not meant to be installed on such a large scale.  The management network was having problems with packet errors.  At a certain point we convinced management of the company that we should make use of subject matter experts on the topic of the OSI protocol and specifically use within telecomm installations.  The short scope of work below was used to meet with vendors.  The challenge was finding vendors that had experience in this area.

Scope:

· Investigate current network issues and surveillance concerns.

· Verify and document findings.

· Support the preparation of a detailed system design.

· Availability for ongoing network issues.

Focus Areas:

· OSI Routing

  -- analyze existing and planned OSI element locations

  -- work with Cisco routers to enable OSI capability

  -- determine possible new routing areas

· Packet Size

  -- investigate causes for congestion

  -- analyze traffic with a sniffer

· TCP/IP Interoperability

  -- full analysis of the network to determine the best way to handle connections of new vendor equipment

We need to also focus on the addition of OSI equipment.  How additional equipment can be added to the network to conform to the new design.

We could also get the consulting firm to help us with the OSPF area planning.  We potentially could get them to make recommendations on segregating the surveillance and corporate networks, maybe a firewall.
